BACKGROUND

HUD has established the Capitd Fund program to provide financid assistance to housing
authorities to improve the physical condition and upgrade the management and operation of
exising Public Housing projects to assure that such projects continue to be avalable as
affordable housing for digible resdents.

DISCUSSION

The proposed work of this contract provides for bathroom and kitchen upgrades and ste
improvements a a public housing ste consisting of 50 3-bedroom family units located at 4055
4083 Pulitzer Place.

On November 13, 2001, an Invitation to Bid was issued for this work. At bid closng on
January 7, 2002 atotal of four bids were received. In the best interest of the Commission, it
was determined that al bids be rejected.

On January 31, 2002, an Invitation to Bid was re-issued for this work. Bid advertisements
were placed in the San Diego Union-Tribune, the San Diego Daily Transcript, La Prensa
and the Voice and Viewpoint. Individud invitations to bid were sent to 176 qudified
contractors, of which 31 are Women Business Enterprise (WBE) or Minority Business
Enterprise (MBE).

On February 19, 2002, a pre-bid conference was conducted with seven firms in atendance.
The dte was made available for contractor viewing and during the bid period, a total of 20 bid
packages were provided to interested contractors.

At bid closing on March 4, 2002, five bids werereceived. Information on the submitted bidsis
outlined below:
