SUMMARY 
 
 Issue: Should the Housing Commission support SANDAG's REGION 2020 

Smart Growth Strategy? 
 
 Recommendation: Adopt the attached resolution indicating support for 

SANDAG’s REGION 2020 Smart Growth Strategy. 
 
 Fiscal Impact: None. 
 
 Affordable Housing Impact: The resolution states, in part, that the REGION  
 2020 strategy promotes the development of a variety of housing types to meet  
 the housing needs of all income levels. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) is a Joint Powers Agency made 
up of the 18 city and county governments in the region.  One of SANDAG’s most 
important functions is to create a Regional Growth Management Strategy, REGION 2020 
is this strategy.  SANDAG is attempting to build a wide base of support for the smart 
growth principles they have developed.
